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A chronicle of lyrics, ballads and Za Ci of the Warring States Period

Abstract: The West Zhou Dynasty and the Spring and Autumn Period are a golden period for the development of
Pre-Qin poetry, during which most of “Book of Songs” were created. Comparatively, the verses of lyrics, ballads
and Za Ci of the Warring States period are mainly kept in historical records and ZiShu. The number of verses kept
is small due to the abolishing of collection and contribution of poems. However, the content of these verses are
connected with the historical events the same way as “Book of Songs” concerns human spirits. Based on original
historical records, this paper verifies the written time of the existing lyrics, ballads and Za Ci of the Warring States
Period and compiles them, giving a prominence of the relation between the verses and the historical events. The
layout is as follows: title, provenance, nationality and name of the author, time period and relevant evidence, the

source of autograph and the record of being included, and so on.
